Review proposed tentative budget 
 

 Mr. Wilson reviewed the budget process.  In anticipation of approving the tentative 
budget in the April board meeting, Mr. Wilson and staff provided an overview of the noteworthy 
aspects in the fiscal year 2012 budget.  Staff has recommended accelerating the timing of the 
terminal reservoir replacement project.  The budget would include bonding for terminal 
reservoir. 
 
Terminal Reservoir Replacement Project update 
 

  Mr. Collins provided a history of the Terminal Reservoir and updated the board on the 
Replacement Project.  The tentative budget shows the project starting in 2012 and finishing in 
2018. Mr. Collins estimated the cost of the project to be $32.2 million.  Accelerating the 
replacement is likely to save the District $7.0 million in construction costs.

Public comment 
 

 The Chair invited any public comment.  No public comment was made. 
 
Consider approval of resolution 1849 authorizing the issuance of up to $100 million of 
water revenue refunding bonds and authorizing the execution and delivery of a Continuing 
Covenant Agreement and other instruments in connection the bonds; and related matters 
 
 Mr. Johnathan Ward and Mr. Eric Hunter reviewed the details of the continuing covenant 
agreement between the District and Wells Fargo Bank relating to the issuance of water revenue 
refunding bonds series 2011A.  The District intends to use the proceeds of the Bonds to refund a 
portion of the District outstanding water revenue refunding bonds, Series 2008B-3 and Series 
2009B-5. 
 
 Ms. Loveless motioned to approve resolution 1849 authorizing the issuance of up to $100 
million of water revenue refunding bonds and authorizing the execution and delivery of a 
Continuing Covenant Agreement and other instruments in connection the bonds; and related 
matters; Mr. Buhler seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously upon roll call:

Consider adoption of the fiscal year 2012 tentative budget 
 
 The Finance Committee discussed the budget at its meeting on April 6, 2011.  Discussion 
included specific details related to the capital budget items, debt service, pipe pigging (cleaning), 
solids removal, compensation, benefits, and other items. 
 
 Ms. Comarell motioned to approve the Fiscal Year 2012 tentative Budget; Mr. Godfrey 
seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously. 
 
Consider approval of bid for HVAC project 

 
 The Engineering Committee met on April 11, 2011 prior to the bid opening of the HVAC 
project. The project status was discussed briefly and the Committee agreed that award of the 
contract should be approved by the Board of Trustees. Staff recommended approval of award of 
a construction contract to Chad Husband Construction, Inc. in the amount of $113,061.00 for the 
Little Cottonwood Water Treatment Plant HVAC Lab Area Improvements Project 

 



 

 Mr. Milne moved to approve the bid for HVAC project to Chad Husband Construction, 
Inc. in the amount of $113,061.00; Ms. Comarell seconded the motion, and the motion passed 
unanimously.   
 
Consider approval of changes to chapter 16 of the District’s Policies and Procedures 

 
 The Engineering Committee had met and discussed, at three separate Engineering 
Committee meetings, changes to chapter 16 of the P&P.  The committee voted favorably to the 
changes in chapter 16 of the P&P and recommended the changes to the full Board for approval. 

 
Mr. Kapaloski moved to approve the changes to chapter 16 of the District’s Policies and 

Procedures; Mr. Godfrey seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.   
 
Consider approval of fee waiver for Sandy City 

 
 Sandy City is replacing and upgrading an aged pipeline that carries storm water and 
irrigation water.  This line pre-dated the Point of the Mountain Aqueduct (POMA).  In addition, 
the District entered into a “Non-exclusive Pipeline Right-of-way and Easement Agreement” with 
Sandy City at the time POMA was constructed.  Since the replacement pipeline pre-dated POMA 
and the fact that POMA was allowed in Sandy City streets pursuant to agreement, Sandy City is 
requesting that the fee be waived.  The amount of the fee waiver is $2000.00 based on the current 
District fee schedule. 

 
Mr. Milne moved to approve the fee waiver for Sandy City; Ms. Loveless seconded the 

motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Water Treatment Plant on Tuesday, May 3rd.  The schedule of Salt Lake City and Sandy City 
water week events was distributed to board members.
